Race 1: S.A. ‘84 BP INTER DOMINION TROTTERS
CHAMPIONSHIPS CONSOLATION :

R. White (COASTING TIME) was severely reprimanded for
his use of the whip on that trotter over the concluding stages
of the event. . -

ARCNESS (R. Sugars) bled during running and the nomina-
tion of that trotter will be refused for a period of three months
under Rule 271. : ;

HONEY JOHN broke during running and a warning was
issued to the connections. ; ]

MINITRICK (J. Barrowcliff) broke during running and on
returning to scale was found to be sore. The nomination of
MINITRICK will be refused until a Veterinary Certificate of
Clearance is obtained.

The following horses were pre-race tested and all were
returned negative from the analysts: HONEY JOHN, COASTING
TIME, MINITRICK, BRAVADO VALE.

Race 2: S.A. ‘84 BP INTER DOMINION PACING
CHAMPIONSHIPS (Div. 9)

K. Barber (GLENLEIGH HANOVER) was reprimanded for
applying pressure to OUT FOR GIORY (B. Hancock) in an
endeavour to shift that pacer to the fence as the field left the
back straight on the final occasion.

H. Timmins (MAI MAI) was questioned regarding the per-
formance of that pacer in tonight’s event which on face value
appeared disappointing. H. Timmins advised that MAI MAI had
become fired up during the early stages of the event and as a
result had run the first mile at a very quick rate. He further
stated that MAI MAI is not able to be worked in races and as
a result of the early pace had compounded. The explanation
of H. Timmins was noted.

TUAPEKA STAR (G. Morgan) broke gait in the front straight
on the final occasion and as this pacer had not previously
offended a warning was issued to the connections.

The following horses were pre-race tested and all were
returned negative from the analysts: GLENLEIGH HANOVER,
SMOOTH DAVE, BLACK IRISH, DISTANT THUNDER.

SMOOTH DAVE (C. Olsen) compounded badly in the back
straight on the second occasion and NEW DERWENT (G. Web-
ster) which was trailing that pacer was unable to avoid
SMOOTH DAVE and as a result was severely checked. In the
incident NEW DERWWENT broke gait and in turn caused
OTANI (J. Hurley) to be severely checked. SMOOTH DAVE
was eventually retired from the event. A Veterinary examination
of SMOOTH DAVE was ordered but this revealed no abnor-
malities, and the nomination of that pacer will be refused for
a period of 14 days.

Race 3: S.A. ‘84 BP INTER DOMINION PACING
CHAMPIONSHIPS (Div. 10)

It was noted that V. Knight (THOR LOBELL) was obliged
to check that pacer shortly prior to the winning post on the

inary advice.

THOR LOBELL (V. Knight) hung down the track as the field
left the back straight on the last occasion and momentarily
tightened the ground of ENTERPRISE (C. de Filippi).

The following horses were pre-race tested and all were
returned negative from the analysts: THOR LOBELL, BUNDA-
DOON, ENTERPRISE.

Race 4: COCA COLA BOTTLERS, ADELAIDE YOUTHFUL STAKES

BYB BYE ROMEO (D. Dove) broke gait in the early stages
of the score up and this pacer will be drawn wide in future
mobile start events.

ALOOF LORD (R. Sweet) broke gait in the mobile score up
and thereafter raced poorly. ALOOF LORD will be excluded
from the barrier draw in future mobile events and as trainer
R. Sweet reported that he was to spell ALOOF LORD no further
