The Stewards tonight continued their inquiry into the driv-
ing tactics adoped by F. Hoban on BRAVADO VALE in the
second division of the Inter Dominion Trotters Championships.

The Stewards took further evidence from F. Hoban, viewed
films of the event and also produced evidence of F. Hoban’s
previous drives on BRAVADO VALE in Victoria.

At the conclusion of the inquiry F. Hoban was given the
benefit of a grave doubt as to whether he had taken all
reasonable and permissible measures to ensure that BRAVADO
VALE was driven to its best advantage.

F. Hoban subsequently advised the Stewards that it was
his intention in future to race BRAVADO VALE with a sit if
he was not able to lead in the respective events.

Reinsman P. Jones (TUSSLE) was fined $50.00 under Rule
370 (b) for shifting ground on that mare as the field raced
into the front straight on the final occasion and in doing so
causing BRAVADO VALE (F. Hoban) to be checked. In
assessing penalty the Stewards considered that extenuating
circumstances existed.
