than the amount invested in respect of any bet on which a dividend is
payable shall not apply in respect of place betting on any race when
an amount equal to 60 per cent or more of the gross investments in the
place pool is invested on any one of the horses or greyhounds filling
a dividend earning place in the race.”

Saturday, March 7 1987

Race 1: Inter-Island Horse Transport Mobile Pace:
WHOOPEE, which broke on two occasions free of interference, was
declared ineligible to race in penalty bearing races or at a totalisator
meeting up to and including April 6 1987. LORD LENNY attempted
to step over a shadow when in the lead with approximately 200 metres
to run, and lost two to three lengths. -

Race 2: Eastwood Lodge Pace:
VICKY MacFABER and ROYAL PATCH broke at the start while EL
FASHION broke free of interference when racing three back on the
fence with 400 metres to run.

Race 3: Commercial Union Insurance Fillies Triple Crown Classic:
All clear.

Race 4: Lion Brown Interdominion Pacing Championship Third
Qualifying Race (Heat 1):
DREAMING NEEBRAY tangled with 400 metres to run. B. O’Meara
(TRIDENT) was fined the sum of $50.00 for late notification under
the seven-day rule.

Race 5: Lion Brown Interdominion Trotting Championship
Consolation Race:
FRONT UP and CLASSIC DEE broke during the running.

Race 6: Lion Brown Interdominion Pacing Championship Third
Qualifying Race (Heat 2):
LIGHTNING BLUE hung badly in the run up and broke when being
restrained as the mobile was released, and as a result this horse lost
approximately 30 metres. With approximately 100 metres to run PALA
ROYAL tangled when being restrained from going into a gap between
METAL MICKEY and SIR ALBA.

Race 7: Lion Brown Interdominion Pacing Championship Third
Qualifying Race (Heat 3):
FRANGELICO was taken to the outside by driver R. M. Cameron as
this horse had choked when pulling hard with approximately 1400
metres to run.

Race 8: Lion Brown Interdominion Trotting Championship Grand
Final:
JAMIE HIGGINS and ADMIRAL SOANAI broke after 200 metres when
contesting the lead with MELVANDER and TUSSLE. GAME EBONY
broke in the run up to the barrier and then broke again when it was
released.

Race 9: Second Harness World Bloodstock Two-Year-Old Trial:
CALL ME SIR and KOTARE RANSOM broke at the start as did
MAJESTIC KENT, the latter horse trailing the field for the majority
of the race.

NEW ZEALAND TROTTING CONFERENCE

In pursuance and exercise of the power contained in section 101 of the Racing
Act 1971, the New Zealand Trotting Conference resolves to and does hereby make,
the following rules controlling the admission of persons to all race courses used
by racing clubs which are now or may at any time hereafter be registered with the
said New Zealand Trotting Conference.

RULES
(Under the Racing Act 1971)

1. These rules shall come into force on the day after the day on which they are
published in the ““New Zealand Gazette”.

2. In these rules the words ‘“‘racecourse”, ‘‘racing club”, and ‘‘race meeting”’
shall have the meanings ascribed to those terms respectively by section 2 of the
Racing Act 1971, and the word "‘bookmaker”” shall have the meaning ascribed
thereto by the Gaming Act 1908, or any subsequent Act consolidating or in
substitution of such Act.

3. The following persons shall be and are hereby excluded from all racecourses
used by racing clubs which are or may at any time hereafter be registered with
the New Zealand Trotting Conference while such racecourses, or any thereof, are
being used by any club for a race meeting, namely:

(a) All persons under disqualification imposed under the New Zealand rules of
Racing or the New Zealand Rules of Trotting or by the racing or trotting
authorities in any country outside of New Zealand, which have reciprocal
agreements in matters of racing or trotting with the New Zealand Racing
Conference or the New Zealand Trotting Conference;

(b) Bookmakers;
(c) Persons convicted of theft, burglary, receiving stolen goods, robbery, unlawful

taking or conversion of a motor car or other vehicles, false pretences, forgery,
utterings, possession of counterfeit coin, or assault;

(d) Persons convicted of any offence under the Gaming Act 1908, or any of the
following offences under the Crimes Act 1961: murder, attempted murder,
manslaughter (not based on negligence), sections 188-204 (which relate to
assaults and injuries to the person), sections 294-297 (which relate to arson
or attempt thereat), crimes involving dishonesty or conspiracy to commit a
crime, indecent acts, sexual offences, and the reference to the foregoing Acts
shall be deemed to apply to any subsequent Act consolidating or in
substitution thereof;

(e) Persons convicted on an offence against any of the paragraphs of subsection
(1) of section 5 of the Narcotics Act 1965, or against the paragraphs of
subsection (1) of section 6 of the Misuse of Drugs Act 1975, and the reference
to the foregoing Acts shall be deemed to apply to any subsequent Act
consolidating or in substitution thereof;

(fy Persons convicted in countries outside New Zealand of offences
corresponding to those mentioned in paragraph (d) or paragraph (e);
Provided always that a committee established by the New Zealand Racing and
Trotting Conferences upon being satisfied as to character and otherwise that any
person who, by reason of any conviction, comes within the scope of these rules
should have relief from the effect thereof may grant an exemption to any such

person.

4. The rules previously made by the New Zealand Trotting Conference under
section 101 of the Racing Act 1971, and which were published in the ‘‘“New Zealand
Gazette’, of 22 November 1973, on p. 2438, and which were deemed to have been
revoked at midnight on the 23rd day of September 1976, have effect for the purpose
only of determining the eligibility under the said rules of Trotting of horses which
started in races under the said Rules of Trotting at any time before midnight on
the 23rd day of September 1976. In every other respect such revoked rules thereafter
have no effect. The rules previously made by the New Zealand Trotting Conference
under section 101 of the Racing Act 1971, and which were published in the ‘‘New
Zealand Gazette”, and shall thereafter have effect for the purpose only of
determining the eligibility under the said Rules of Trotting of horses which started
in races under the said Rules of Trotting at any time between midnight on the 23rd
day of September 1976 and midnight on the day on which these rules were
published in the said ‘“Gazette”’. In every other respect such revoked rules shall
thereafter have no effect.
