MOBILE START PROCEDURE

In most cases a false start in a mobile barrier event will only be declared in accordance with Rule 216.

RULE 326
The Starter may defer the start if at the designated starting point:-

{a; a horse has fallen;

b, the chances of any runner have been or are being materially affected by interference;

c) a horse has broken equipment;

d any horse is not fully behind the arms of the barrier or if a horse scores ahead of the barrier;

e any horse is likely to gain an unfair advantage; or

(f) any horse has by reason of its position at the start been denied a winning opgonunily, provided that a start
ecause a horse is back from

will not be deferred merely by reason of the fact that a horse is in a break or
its barrier position at the time of starting.

Provided that the Starter will always have the power to abort a start as outlined in Rule 317, should something
untoward occur.

RULE 317
The Starter shall endeavour to get all horses away in position and in gait and may abort a start should he for any
reason not be satisfied with the score up.

EXTRACT FROM REGULATIONS UNDER THE RACING AND GAMING ACT, 1952.
fRegulation 157
(1) Subject to subregulation 92), if -

Concession Betting

161a A concession bet is subject to the following conditions:-

c) that if there is a dead-heat for first place and a bettor selects one of the dead-heaters, the bookmaker is to
return the stake plus one half of the amount that the bettor would have won had the competitor the bettor selected
been the only winner;

(d) that if there is a triple dead-heat for the first place and a bettor selects one of the dead-heaters, the

bookmaker is to return two thirds of the stake plus one third of the amount that the bettor would have won had the
competitor the bettor selected been the only winner;

(e) that if there is a dead-heat for second place and a bettor selects one of the dead-heaters the bookmaker
is to return the stake divided by the number of dead-heaters;

(f) that the bet is void if the race becomes a walk-over.

Odds and Evens Betting

161b  An odds and evens bet is subject to the following conditions;-
(a) that the number of a competitor in a race is the number of the competitor set out for that race in the
|lprogramme produced by the body conductiong the race;
(b) that the bookmaker is to pay the bettor the face value of the ticket if a bettor correctly selects odd
numbers or even numbers as the group of numbers to which the number of the winner of a race belongs;
(c) that the bet is void if a race results in a dead-heat between an even numbered competitor and an odd

numbered competitor.

After talking to trainer Brian Mackrill about the
performance of Ragged Jack which was having its first start for him, stewards advised Mackrill that they
would allow the horse to race at Mowbray on Sunday, however if there wasn’t a significant improvement in
its manners the stewards would consider standing this gelding down for some considerable time. Gypsy Jake
raced rough when under pressure. Scenic Town raced rough for a short distance leaving the back straight on
the final occasion. Trainer Kerry Christie (Gypsy Jake) was reprimanded for his misconduct towards driver
Barry Rattray following the event.

RACE 2: Amazing Success hung out in the score up checking Future Wipe and Voldys Dollar causing a
false start. Medoway tired noticeably over the concluding stages. After the event it was noticed that Voldys
Dollar’s earplug cord had wrapped around the offside hind hopple carrying strap. Gavin Lang (Barrington
Byrd) was reprimanded for not maintaining his barrier position. Barry Rattray (Future Wipe) was
reprimanded for the manner in which he crossed to the rails rounding the first turn briefly inconveniencing
Amazing Success.

RACE 3: Lindsay Harper (Oroton Hill NZ) was fined $100 for failing to make sufficient effort to maintain
his correct barrier position. Brian Hancock (Our Sir Vancelot NZ) pleaded guilty to moving away from the
one out line and as a result he jostled and inconvenienced Oroton Hill NZ. Hancock was fined $200. As a
result of this movement Our Sir Vancelot NZ was in a half cart position racing to the turn between Oroton
Hill NZ and Bradshaw. Our Sir Vancelot NZ had insufficient pacing room and as a result had to be steadied
by its driver which caused the pacer to break gait and gallop. Dennis Wilson (Kentuckiana NZ) was
reprimanded for the manner in which he shifted down the track at the first turn briefly inconveniencing Try
A Fluke NZ (Trevor Warwick).

RACE 4: Talk Show NZ and Swanky Girl galloped away. After the event it was noted that Talk Show NZ
had dropped its offside knee boot. Electric Eric (Bill Dornauf) was unable to obtain a clear run rounding the
home turn. Domauf had endeavoured to shift up the track to get a clear run but then was forced to restrain
Electric Eric who hung out and contacted the nearside sulky wheel of Fourth Tee flattening that geldings
tyre. Domnauf then shifted Electric Eric down towards the rails but was insufficiently clear of Best Cognac
(Ricky Duggan) who was checked. Bill Domauf’s driving licence was suspended. Cognac Bay (Sam
Rawnsley) was unable to obtain a clear run in the home straight. Close to the finish Meleos (Christian
Salter) had drifted up the track slightly against the efforts of the driver. At the same time Talk Show (Jason
Mackrill) hung in.

RACE 5: Peter Tritton (Talk About Charles NZ) was reprimanded for contacting and briefly racing inside
the pylons. Happy Asset NZ (Anthony Butt) was taken wide early in the event however was unable to move
closer to the rails and ultimately tired. Happy Asset NZ did race rough during the event.

RACE 6: Star Of Heaven (Leigh Plunkett) broke and was out of position at the start. Meatan tired
noticeably over the concluding stages. Desperado Kid was unable to obtain a clear run until close to the
finish.

RACE 7: Barry Rattray (Jack Boyer) was fined $100 for failing to maintain his barrier position. Gavin Lang
(Rainbow Knight) was reprimanded for the manner in which he shifted away from the rails on the home turn
causing Allwoods Chief to be briefly checked. Kiwi John NZ hung in and locked wheels with Allwoods
Chief. Gavin Lang was fined $200 for the manner in which he used his whip with his right foot out of the
sulky. Manaville was taken wide from the rear of the field and was unable to move closer to the rails.

It would be appreciated if at any time that you have children in your care, they
are maintained under your control and not exposed to unnecessary dangerous
situations during a race or trial meeting.

Whilst it is recognized that in lots of cases the children are totally at ease
around horses, unfortunately accidents do happen and none of us wants any
person injured particularly not children.

We hope that you will understand the Club’s concern and help us make the
environment a little safer.

During the period of the Cadbury Inter Dominion, only people with
appropriate passes will be permitted in the restricted stable area. This policy
has been arrived at by the Club in consultation with and at the request of
Harness Racing Tasmania’s Stewards.

The passes will be issued to participating trainers, drivers, nominated
strappers and owners of participating horses. Consequently, unless a child is
old enough to be acting as a strapper for a specific horse and is issued with the
suitable pass, (in which case no other person will be accredited as a strapper
for that horse), children will not be admitted to the stabling area.

Where authorized people entering the stables have children in arms the child
will be admitted.

PRAMS AND STROLLERS WILL NOT BE ADMITTED TO STABLING
AREA.

Whilst these provisions have been introduced prior to the Inter Dominion, they
are safety issues that will impact on the industry. The conditions will be
retained in some form after the Inter. Your understanding and co-operation
with these three matters is appreciated.
